REMARKS: A 1mi wide slick of oil can be seen
extending due north from the Destroyed Taylor platfrom
over 15 miles. This places the northern portion
approximately 3 miles to the southeast of the Northeast
Passage of the Mississippi River delta. Good southeast
and east winds have been dominant in pushing the slick
toward the Bird's Foot similar to output sediement that
appears to be pushed northwest toward Breton Sound.
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
