REMARKS:
An anomaly is seen extending from the known leak site
of Destroyed Taylor in a banana-shape arc toward the
west-southwest extending about 18km with an average
width about 2 km wide.  It is possible the anomaly
extends further west but darkness in imagery due likely
to low winds and an area of suppressed waves making it
difficult to impossible to fully determine anomaly edges.
The western tip of the high confidence area is approx
35km south-southeast of the Bird's Foot Delta.
